For patients living with serious or chronic illnesses, prolonging ineffective treatment - and delaying access to the
right treatment - can result in increased disease activity, loss of function, and possible irreversible progression of

their condition.
Patients who face step therapy may require additional visits to the doctor, laboratory tests, and even invasive
procedures like surgery.
